DIRTY DANCING MEDLEY intro
(Pic: Dirty Dancing poster) Ah Dirty Dancing – the film that set pulses racing, made a hit of Bracket “I’ve had” - bracket – “the time of my life” and made the world fall in love with the late great Patrick Swayze (Pic: Patrick Swayze). The moment when lead character Baby overcomes her fears, and allows dance instructor Johnny to lift her high in the air has been described as "the most goosebump-inducing dance scene in movie history," and has led to literally hundreds of spectacular wedding dance videos, (Pic: lift image from Dirty Dancing homage Wedding Video)  and probably almost as many equally spectacular chiropractor bills after the honeymoon (Pic: guy in a neck-brace) …  But there were quite a few “Oooh almost didn’t happen” moments in Dirty Dancing’s history.

For a start (FX – crowd “Oooh” groan) we almost didn’t have the film at all. Eleanor Bergstein, took three years to sell the screenplay, and was turned down by every major studio. (Pic: Montage series of rejection letters)  Bet they’re all kicking themselves now. So far the film has netted 170m plus, (FX – crowd “cheer”) and the DVD sells about a million copies a year. 
For the star role of Baby producers cast Jennifer Grey (Pic: Jennmifer Grey) – who is, incidentally the daughter of another great dancer, Joel Grey (Pic: drop in Joel Grey image next to Jennifer), Emcee in the Liza Menelli film of Cabaret! Their first choice for Johnny, the dance instructor was…. (FX – crowd “Oooh” groan) -  (Pic: Billy Zane) Billy Zane?!!?  but his dancing wasn’t considered good enough, so the producers went to next choice - Patrick Swayze. -  (Pic: Zane image drops out. Swayze fades in) (FX – crowd “cheer”!) He was perfect. The only trouble was… (FX – crowd “Oooh” groan) Jennifer Grey had worked on a previous movie with him and they hadn’t got on. However, the producers persuaded her to patch up her differences with Swayze, at least as far as doing a screen test dance with him. (FX – crowd “cheer”)  The chemistry between them was immediate and electrifying and one of the great screen dance partnerships was born.
The Stage version of the show opened, believe it or not, not on Broadway but in Australia, in 2004, before transferring to London’s West End in 2006 to the biggest pre-sales in West End History – a staggering 6 million pounds…. and they did even need a TV casting competition!
